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OVERVIEW  

The “current state” of STA #2 no longer meets the needs of the Community in a safe and effective manner. Due to its strategic location and the overall general condition of the building (has “good bones”), the Committee believes an addition to and renovation/rehab of the existing structure is the best approach to meet the current and future needs of the Fire Dept and the Community in the most cost effective manner. At the highest level, the following requirements are essential to a successful project:

· Building Code and Safety Compliance

· Energy Efficient and “Environmentally Friendly” (consider SOLAR? - LEED?) 

· Financially Feasible

· Maintain Highest Level of Service to the Community

· Reuse / Repurpose where and when feasible

SPECIFIC NEEDS / REQUIREMENTS

GENERAL BUILDING

· Use the JAN 2016 “Structural Review and Preliminary Observations” report prepared by Sean Libby, Facilities Maintenance Manager, as a starting point

· Maintain the existing “footprint” of living quarters space

· Add a second floor to the existing footprint (per Town Engineer, this appears do-able) and if an elevator is required can existing “hose tower” space be reused??)

· Add 1 additional double deep apparatus bay on north side w/in required setback 

· “Gut” the existing living quarters to allow for removal of existing building system components as necessary; and redesign / rebuild 

· Minimize disruption/relocation of apparatus and staff during rehab/addition

· Plan/design “pre-build” for eventual wastewater/sewer hook up

APPARATUS BAYS  FLOOR and AREA

· Total of 3 double deep drive thru apparatus bays 

· Non slip concrete floors to support Apparatus GVW, drainage, clean outs etc

· Plymovent exhaust removal system(s) 

· Energy efficient heating / cooling system separate zones 

· “pathway” appropriate lighting 

· Bi-Fold hi speed apparatus doors w/appropriate warning safety requirements 

· Clean Wash Room, shower, sink, heavy duty washer/dryer
· Isolated / vented turnout gear storage,  washer/dryer

· Dedicated “special” storage rooms/closets (paramedic, marine, haz mat etc)
· SCBA maintenance / Fill (cascade) system, spare bottle/equipment storage area
· Workshop/Tool room

· HAZ-MAT storage  

· Generator (back up fuel source) 

1st FLOOR LIVING QUARTERS 

· Public Entrance Foyer/ secured from rest of building

· HIPPA compliant EMS / Triage Room and Equipment 

· Public unisex ADA bathroom

· Communication area with console radio/ telecom equipment, security

· Officer workspace or office

· Training/Conf Room, furniture, WIFI, Telecom, Video Monitors, white boards
· Fitness Room and equipment 

· 2 Unisex employee bathrooms  

· Storage closets

· All doors swing towards App Bays

· Auto on/off lighting

· Separate HVAC zone

· External secure door to patio / employee parking area

· CC security camera system in/out 

2nd FLOOR LIVING QUARTERS

· Individual bunk rooms: bed, built in desk/chair, lockers

· Individual zoned HVAC 

· Poles from bunk room hallway and day room

· Employee unisex bathrooms with shower

· Day Room seating,  TV/video equipment

· Kitchen/Dining area 

· Commercial countertops, stove, oven, refrigerator, dishwasher etc

· Dining Table and Chairs 

· Island, counter seating  

· Communications/radio/intercom

· Library /study / computer / “quiet” room and furniture 

· Maintenance and storage closets
EXTERIOR GROUNDS
· Emergency and employee vehicle ingress/egress to front and rear, fenced /security; separate from public access
· Exercise area

· Patio: cooking grill & seating

· Outside secure weather protected apparatus and equipment storage (butler type building?)
· Antennas,  Dish, Communications,  weather equipment

· Public parking – separate entrance/exit from fire station         
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
