A first time ArtWeek participant, the Harwich Cultural Center celebrates “Harwich is
Creative!” A community fixture since 1937, the former Harwich Middle School has
undergone adaptive reuse becoming a new cultural destination on lower Cape Cod. Harwich
Cultural Center ArtWeek kicks-off Saturday, April 28 from 10:00 AM — 3:00 PM. Highlights include: open studios; the Harwich
Cape Verdean Museum; art exhibit in the former library; canvas labyrinth walk facilitated by volunteer members of Pilgrim’s
Landing; “I Love Harwich!” Diorama Art Exhibit featuring work by area students; performance by The Cape Cod Ukulele Club
lead by Cathy Hatch; and a discussion and performance by the Cape Cod Chamber Orchestra, founded by conductor Matthew
Scinto. ArtWeek continues with in-studio demonstrations Monday through Friday. Ending the week on Sunday, May 6, poetry
readings by authors Wilderness Sarchild, Christine Ernst, and Joanne Powers.

The town of Harwich and the Harwich Cultural Council has signed a formal agreement with the Harwich Chamber of
Commerce and the Massachusetts Cultural Council (MCC), becoming the first town in the commonwealth to join the new
MCC cultural compact pilot program.

o Note: We will meet at the labyrinth in music room and then go up to
my room for the SoulCollage.

e Experience SoulCollage as a complementary process to do after a
labyrinth walk. It can help to integrate the experience after a walk.
This experience can allow for integration on all levels - body, mind and
spirit.

e The labyrinth and SoulCollage both support and encourage us as we do
our inner work, and are particularly helpful in restoring inner calm and
clarity.

e SoulCollage originated by Seena Frost is a process for accessing your intuition and creating an incredible deck of cards
with deep personal meaning that will help you with life’s questions and transitions.

e The spiral path of a labyrinth is a metaphor for the journey of life. The journey to the center of the labyrinth is
symbolic of the journey to discovering the inner self.

Encaustic Painting with Robin Litwin
e Robin Litwin is a Harwich artist and photographer. In 2008, she
retired from a 25-year career teaching in the Art Department at
Cambridge Rindge and Latin High School, where her students
“inspired her every day.” Robin will be demonstrating some of the
basic techniques to encaustic painting which was practiced by Greek
artists as far back as the 5th century.
e Robin will have all the materials on hand for participants to get a feel
for this unique painting method.

Egg Tempera Painting Demonstration with Alla Zbinovsky

e Alla Zbinovsky will demonstrate the ancient technique of egg
tempera painting, which she learned while living and working in
Russia.

e This technique harkens back to Egyptian mummy portraits and cave
paintings in India. Before oil paints were developed, this was the
primary medium used by artists in the Byzantine world, where icons
and frescoes made then are still luminous, even today. Egg tempera
painting continued throughout the Middle Ages in Europe and the
early Renaissance. Botticelli’s glowing “Birth of Venus” was painted in
egg tempera, as were many Da Vinci’s works. More recently, Andrew Wyeth used this medium in many of his
paintings.

e Alla will be using pigments from natural stones and minerals, such as lapis lazuli, malachite, and cinnabar, among
others. These pigments will be “tempered” with an emulsion made with egg yolk. The paint will be applied to a
gessoed board or to heavy watercolor paper. There will also be an opportunity for people to try this out for
themselves.

It can be used to
create a durable finish over various substrates or even to “lift” an image from special

film.

mixed media collages. Barbara will provide a list of resources.
