Owner/Applicant Whitney P. Wright.

Mr. Wright explained he is a contractor of remodeled old homes.  He discussed the project which includes the following:

· 1990 Addition on house at 57 Queen Anne Road.
· Small shed is also planned to be added.
· Discussion of various photos of the house.
· Discussion of keeping trim “as is” around the windows and roof.
· Discussion of using AZEK rather than vinyl; AZEK is one and one-half the price of wood, but has longevity.  (Project is not in the Historic District).

· Over 100 years of age requires NOI for demolishment or partial demolishment.

· Jeanne Steiner asked about keeping the transom over the door.

· Mr. Wright said he could have one milled.

· Mr. Wright said that window location is specified on the plan, but if post is in the way, he may have to redesign placement of windows.

· Wood front door proposed.
